INTRODUCTION

2013 marks thetwelfth year for publication of the Colorado underground facility damage repetspectives on
Facility Damag®012. COLORADO 8ldublishes the only comprehensive annual repatt the nation that
analyzesstatewide underground facility damagge includingthe root cause. COLORADO 814 indebted to the
member organizations that provide this valuable information.

Many of the Colorado underground facility owskperators have consistently reported their excavatioanthge
information sincethe 2001 reporting year The current dataset spamselve years, contains detailed information

on 90,974 separate facility damages and encompasses all facility types in nearly every county in Colorado. The
decreasing trendrom 2003 through 2010in the number and severity of facility damages in Colorado is evidence
that shared responsibility, mutual cooperation aadcurateinformation do make a difference.

The negligent derease in damages fron3,588 in 2011 to 3,584 in 2012, a 0.1% decreasein the number of
undergroundfacility damagespccurredalongwith an 11.3% increase in Notification Requestsd in light of the
following conditions

1) amodest recovery (though with a lack mibustjob creation)of the state and nationa¢cononies,

2) a72.8%annualincrease irresidential construction activitin the state(up from the lowest level in over 30 yeans 2009,

3)all.bannualincrease imdjustedOneCallincomingticket activity (from levels last seen ih998),

4) a12.0%annualincrease in On&alloutgoing transmissioactivity (from levels last seen in 199&nd

5) anincrease in the effortand more effective programsby a number ofindustry stakeholders to increase public awareness
of OneCall (811) requirementalong withstakeholder damage prevention education.

Colorad is the only U.S. state that has legislatively mandated #@mmual collection and reporting of
comprehensive damage information by athdergroundfacility ownes/operators to the state OneCall center.

This distinction provides Colorado facility owg@perators the ability to both understand the causes of facility
damage and to implement targeted public awareness and industry educational activities. These activities are
designed toimprove notification requesing by homeowners and professional excavato promote safer
excavationpractices and to ultimatelyeduce facility damagesThe cooperationof all industry stakeholderto
facilitate the success of these actions ensures the delivery of vital utility services and creates a safer Colorado.

Colorad can take pride in its leadership role in damage prevention standards, practices, programs and bottom line
results.

SPECIAL ANALYSIS OF KEY FINDINGS

During 2012, professionglcontractors) excavators (83.4%, the largest group) were digging when
damage occurredyr utility work (55.9%, the largest work type) was performed when damage occurred,
or a backhoérackhoe (55.5%) was used when damage occurred. When we isolatsethof damages
from 2008through 2012 that occurred undeall these conditiongusing and) an interesting analysis
results This analysigoints to the root cause of damages and helps to clearly identifyaiget damage
preventionmessageas well as potential course of action for damage prevention professionals.

Under these conditions, a total of 2,712 damages occurred; about 14.7% of thel&8&84damages
over thesefive years. Additionally, excavators that work for utility companiegcavators that wrk for

a government agencyand occupant excavatorsinder these conditions, can be contrasted to
professional excavators. The share of these damages with a location notification request can also be
observed.

As the data showshe professional, utility, and governmemixcavators, performing utility work while
using a backhoe, are doing a good job of complying with the-@aleLaw and requesting a loeat
notification prior to excavating.In opposition, the occupant excavator does not do a good job of
complying with the On&all Law. On€all compliance is even lower for occupants when performing
landscaping and fencing waqrkheir largest work performg type It is useful to restate, though, that
occupant excavators are not a large share of the data.

Givennon-occupant excavatorare mostly requestinga locate notification, whathen is the root cause

of the damage?Chart D below shows that the rootuse is often insufficient excavation practices, but
insufficient locating practices are also a significant cause of the damage. The root cause is a little
different for each excavator type.

The conclusion this analysis provides is that:
A) Nonocwpant excavators are generally doing a very good job of requesting locate notifications,
B) Occupant excavators should be made more aware of theQaleLaw, and
C) The damage prevention messagied stakeholder education activitishould be tailored to each
excavator type; damage preventiofis NOT a one size fits all message.
